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Neighbourhood Plans in England 

• 1800 communities are currently producing Plans (Feb.2016) 

• 400 Neighbourhood Plans have been drafted. 

• Of these 150 have been approved by referendums on an      
average 89% ‘yes’ vote. 

• Every referendum to date has been successful. 

• 72% of all council areas now have at least one plan under way.

•  Six areas are currently at the examination stage, four of which      
are awaiting the examiners’ reports.
